Chairman Chase called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. He stated that notice of the meeting time, place and agenda had been posted at the City
Building and had been provided to the Millard County Chronicle-Progress, posted on the Utah State Public Notice website, posted on the Delta
City website and to each member of the Library Advisory Board at least two days prior to the meeting.

MINUTES
The proposed minutes of a Library Advisory Board Meeting held September 28, 2011 were presented for consideration and approval. Following
discussion and a spelling correction, Chairman Chase entertained a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Advisory Board Meeting held
on September 28, 2011. Board Member Atkinson MOTIONED and Board Member Thopham SECONDED the motion to approve the minutes of
the Library Advisory Board Meeting held September 28, 2011 as corrected. Chairman Chase asked if there were any comments or questions
regarding the motion. There being none, he called for a vote. The motion passed unanimously.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS
There were no matters of unfinished business on the agenda.
NEW BUSINESS

SALE OF SURPLUS LIBRARY ITEMS

The date of the sale of surplus library books and equipment was confirmed to be held on the upcoming Saturday, January 28, 2012 between the
hours of 1:00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m. within the Delta City Library. Following discussion, pricing for sale items was determined as follows: hardback
books will be marked at $.50 each, paperback books marked at $.10 each and children’s books marked at $.25 each. Audio cassettes shall be
marked at $.50 each and VHS videocassettes marked at $.50 each. Equipment will be marked as follows: computer speakers at $1.00, computer
keyboards at $1.50, computer printers at $10.00, computer monitors at $5.00 and a television will be priced at $15.00. Library bags from years
past will be given to each patron that buys 10 items. Books/audio will be the ones that haven’t been checked out in 10 years.

WEEDING

The weeding process -of the Delta City Library collection is now finished except for the non-fiction 800-999 sections and reference. This
remaining weeding process will be completed in February 2012. It was noted by the board that as a result of the weeding of the collection that
has already taken place, a significantly lower total of overall holdings will be reported in our next annual report.

NIGHT OF 1.000 STARS

The Night of 1,000 Stars event for this year will be held on Wednesday, April 11, 2012 at the Delta Elementary School beginning at 7:00 p.m.
The board discussed having a professional storyteller come for this event. Dr. Steven Shamo and Mr. Duane Rawlinson will still be asked to
participate as this program just would not be the same without the presence of these two stalwarts. This program will help to kick off our summer
story program.

SUMMER STORY HOURS

The theme for the 2012 Summer Story Hour series will be “Dream Big — Read.” This series is scheduled to run for six to seven weeks this
summer. The exact dates and times are yet to be determined.

BEHAVORIAL POLICING
This topic was placed on the agenda just to make the board aware that the library has been deemed a place for kids to meet. What mother would

not let their kid go to the library as compared to other less desirable destinations? Some of the staff’s working time is consumed by having to
monitor these young adults within our facilities.

LIBRARY HOURS
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The operating hours of the Delta City Library were discussed as a result of some staff recommendations. Librarian Greathouse compiled
statistics to see what the utilization of the library was on Friday nights as of the 7:00 p.m. hour. The statistics pointed out that around the month of
October a significant drop in library usage occurs between 7:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m. The board held discussion on the matter, and Board Member
Prestwich MOTIONED to change the library hours on the upcoming Friday evenings, specifically the library will close at 6:00 p.m. between
Friday, February 3, 2012 through Thursday, April 26, 2012. Thereafter, the Friday night operating hours will revert back to closing at 8:00 p.m..
The motion was SECONDED by Board Member Atkinson. The motion passed unanimously and it was further noted that this test period of an
earlier closing time will be re-evaluated at the June 2012 board meeting.

DVD FILING

The board was advised that the shelving for DVDs is getting very tight and limited. Different ways to alleviate the problem were discussed. A
suggestion was made that the DVD cases be moved to the regular book stacks within the library and that the discs be kept at the front desk like
the practice seen within video rental stores in the private business sector. City Librarian Greathouse noted that there is not a lot of room in the
front desk cupboards but that she would take the suggestion under advisement and will talk with her staff to see what kind of a proposed plan that
they could come up with.

OTHER BUSINESS

LIBRARY CARDS

Headstart parents, children and teachers came to the library for a field trip. The parents had a tour of the library while the children listened to
books. Some of the parents wanted a library card but didn’t have a drivers’ license. (The library has been using drivers’ license numbers as
identification for patrons to get a library card). After some discussion the board decided to use a local bill for proof of residence for those that
don’t have a drivers’ license.

The next planned meeting of the board is tentatively scheduled for March 28, 2012 at 6:00 p.m.

Chairman Chase asked if there were any comments, questions or other items to be discussed. There being none, Board Member Prestwich

MOTIONED to adjoumn. The motion was SECONDED by Board Member Sandra Topham. Chairman Chase asked if there were any comments
or questions regarding the motion. There being none, he called for a vote. The motion passed unanimously.
